The graph below was constructed from official statistics gathered by the World Health Organization. Note that three Asian nations of the former Soviet Union experienced dramatic spikes in homicide after the Soviet regime collapsed: Armenia (1992), Azerbaijan (1992-1994), and Tajikistan (1993). Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan, on the other hand, experienced only slight increases in their homicide rates during the breakup of the Soviet Union, and their rates soon returned to the levels of the late Soviet period.
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
