
New Hampshire Gun Casualties, 1783-1824PRIVATE 


Version of December, 2007

The sample worksheets on gun casualties in New Hampshire and Vermont are more preliminary than the sample worksheets on Vermont homicides.  They consist of cases found in newspapers or in inquests, plus a few cases found in town histories.  More cases from town histories will be added later.  Censuses and genealogies have not yet been consulted.


These preliminary files were constructed to establish a lower estimate for the accidental death rate by firearms in postrevolutionary New Hampshire and Vermont.  They have already been revised slightly from the versions that were used to calculate the preliminary firearms death rate reported in Roth (2002).
